SWIMMING LESSONS &
WATER SAFETY
Last summers lessons were a success; this year we 
want them to be even better. Working closely with 
the Red Cross we have made a few refinements. 
Classes will be offered 5 days a week for 2 week 
sessions. Red Cross cards and achievement certifi-
cates will handed out to every child at the end of 
each session. These cards can be taken to a “Y” 
or Red Cross anywhere to show your child’s level. 
Each swimming class will also teach children how 
to be safe in and around the water.
