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TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT 
DECEMBER 15, 2020 

 
1. COVID-19 UPDATES FROM DENNIS HEALTH DEPARTMENT –  
The Health Director Kristen Keller reports We are continuing to see a surge of confirmed as well as 
probable cases of COVID-19.  The Town currently is following 24 active probable and confirmed cases.  
This past Sunday, the entire Commonwealth rolled back to Step 1 of Phase 3.  Gathering sizes have 
been reduced along with capacity limits for certain industries.   
 
Restaurant guidance has been revised to require face coverings at all times, except when you are eating 
or drinking.  There is also a 90-minute time, and a limit to 6 people at a table.  The most up to date 
information on sector specific guidance can be found on the MDPH website.  
 
Beginning yesterday, appointments for COVID-19 testing services are available at the Cape Cod 
Melody Tent in Hyannis and the Barnstable County Fairgrounds in Falmouth, more information about 
testing sites on the Lower and Outer Cape will be forthcoming. — Testing will be by appointment only. 
To book an appointment, please call the Community Testing Line at (508) 862-5595. — Tests for 
asymptomatic individuals are available for $75, and are offered for free to individuals who confirm 
their inability to pay when they call to book an appointment.  Tests are $110 for those traveling from 
outside of Massachusetts and receiving this test to comply with state requirements upon return. 
Insurance will be accepted for symptomatic individuals with a doctor’s order.   
 
On December 9th, Governor Baker announced the COVD-19 vaccine distribution plan. This will be 
rolled out in three phases with the first phase set to begin this week and running thru January for Clinical 
and non-clinical healthcare workers doing direct and COVID-facing care. The vaccine is set to be 
available to the general public in the Spring. Further information on the vaccine distribution plan can 
be found on the MDPH website. As we all plan for the Holiday season, please remember that the Stay 
at Home advisory remains in effect from 10:00pm – 5:00am.  If you do host or participate in a holiday 
celebration, keep it small and follow public health guidance. If you are considering traveling, be aware 
and follow the MA travel orders.  Thank you to everyone for your continued compliance.
